Use these as you review the Progress Reports.

NHI-Not Handed In. Same as “0”

**A word about NHIs-If the missing assignments total on the grade report is 35% or more, the student is failing no matter what the grade at the top of the report. If the total is over 20% the student has a “U” in work habits.

INC-Incomplete work was turned in. 

Late-Work was originally NHI, but changed when turned in very late-still counts as “0,” but taken off the Missing Assignments List.
Late-B-It was late, and 10 points were taken off.

Late-C-It was even later, and 20 points were taken off.

Late-D-it was really late, but some credit was given
Omit-The student does not have to make up the work. Does not count.

Pending-This grade is given for unusual circumstances. These conditions were discussed previously with either the student or parent. The work can be turned in late with no penalty. A “Pending” grade is an “F” until turned in. It counts on the Missing Assignment List until turned in.

AB-Out of class. Either not in room or absent from school. The work must be made up. AB counts the same as an NHI until made up. If the student was absent from school, there are two days for each day absent to make up the missing work.
AB-No-Absent from class. This can’t be made up so it is excused.

The following grades are given on occasion. It is either a one-hundred or a zero.

Pass-100

No Pass-0

The following will sometimes appear in the gradebook temporarily until the work can be graded. They are just to let you know that I have received the work. These will eventually change to a “real grade.”

Yes-The work was turned in. Does not affect grade.
No-The work was not turned in. Does not affect grade…but will eventually change to an NHI.
