4.  Choose the very best sentence from each of your chosen writings.  Why do you consider them the best? What is particularly effective or moving about them?

5.  Pretend you do not know the individual who wrote the selected assignments. After examining the chosen works, what would you assume are this writer’s demonstrated strengths and weaknesses? Describe the nature of these strengths and weaknesses, along with some advice for improvement.

6.  If you had to, which of the chosen writings would you feel most comfortable extending into a longer assignment?  Why would that one be more easily or more effectively extended?

7.  If you had to, which of these chosen writings would you feel most comfortable adapting into another genre? (for example, changing an essay into a poem, or a letter into a short story)? Why would that one be more easily or more effectively altered than the others? Into what genre would you adapt it?

8.  Which of your selected writings reflects your personality the most? What three personality traits do you recognize in this work?

9. What are some of the comments other students in this class said about your writing that made an impact on you or what you might have changed about the piece?

10.  Choose a character from literature. Identify the character and the title of the work from which he/she comes. Pretend that character is reading your webfolio. If he or she were to respond to you in a written paragraph, what do you think he or she would say about your writing style and the ideas expressed within the writing? Write that paragraph from the character’s point of view.
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
